In the Pentagon

Food service in the Pentagon has changed rapidly with the construction and renovation that has been going on in recent years.   Now a variety of chain fast food is now available and the number of locations has increased significantly.  The table shown below lists the various facilities and their locations.  Specific hours of operation for Pentagon food service facilities can be found at the Dining Service Provider List.  Table 1 below summarizes the facilities in the Pentagon and Arlington Annex.

Formal Dining:  For sit-down dining with waiter/waitress service, the Pentagon Dining Room still exists on the 3rd floor in Corridor 10, just past 3B1060 and 3B1052.  Recently renovated, it has very nice decor and seating, and a baby grand player piano playing in the foyer. The bread, dessert and salad bars are very good, and the regular entrees are fair to good.  The facility also caters promotion and other ceremonies in an adjoining private dining room.

Food Courts/Cafeterias:  On the 2nd Floor near the Concourse there are two cafeterias.  The larger of the two runs most of the length of one side of Corridor 10. The smaller of the two is on Corridor 1 near the A ring.

· Corridor 10 Food Court: on the 2nd floor near the Concourse, this is the largest food court in the Pentagon.  It has a Baskin-Robbins, Dunkin Donuts, Hearthstone Oven, KFC, Manchu Wok, McDonalds, Pizza Hut, Subway, Taco Bell, and Togos.  The Togos, Dunkin Donuts and Baskin-Robbins are open 24 hours a day, seven days a week, but the other franchises in the Corridor 10 Cafeteria are not.  This is the largest of the cafeterias in the Pentagon.

· Corridor 1 Cafeteria: Also near the Concourse, but on Corrider 1, this small facility has a Sbarro’s and Five Star Expresso at 2A1-2 (2nd Floor, A Ring, intersection of corriders 1 and 2).

· B-C Café: Another cafeteria that is open 24/7 is the B-C Café in the basement.  Taking Stairway 82 on Corridor 8 all the way to the bottom most easily accesses this facility.  The selection in the B-C Café is rather limited during off-peak hours, but they will grill a hamburger, cheeseburger or chicken sandwich for you.  During weekday lunches, the selection is much more typical of the rest of the facilities in the Pentagon.

· Wedge 1 Food Court: A fourth cafeteria serves the Corridor 3 and Corridor 4 areas on the 2nd floor with a KFC Express, Hearthstone Oven, Baja Flats, Five Star Espresso, Subway, Au Bon Pain and Pizza Hut.  This is the second largest of the cafeterias in the Pentagon and is called the Wedge 1 Food Court.  This is the only dining facility that has skylights, where you can tell whether or not it’s raining out….

· Fourth Floor Subway/Outtakes:  Lastly, there are two additional small facilities.  One is a Subway that is located in an area with a variety of vending machines on the 4th floor between 4B353 and 4B450.  The other is a Dominic’s that sells sandwiches during lunch in the center courtyard in the summertime.  Dominic’s is also be open for lunch on Saturdays.

Snack Bars/Coffee Bars: Lorraine’s Snack Bar is open Monday-Saturday at 2D353 and has pre-made sandwiches, drinks, chips and cookies.  Five Star Expresso has five locations around the Pentagon, including the Wedge 1 Food Court, the Corridor 1 Cafeteria, and on the 2nd Floor, A ring, at the intersection of Corridors 9 and 10.

Vending Machines:  Scattered throughout the building, most of these locations sell chips, soft drinks, water and juice.  However, sandwiches and additional items can be found in larger vending locations such as next to the Corridor 1 Cafeteria at 2A1-2, at 5A1-2 and at 4B353/4B450.

Note: In the table below, FB#2 refers to Federal Building #2, also known as the Arlington Annex.

Outside the Pentagon


( Crystal City Underground: this is a series of mostly underground corridors and shops connecting all the major buildings in Crystal City. The Underground contains a series of restaurants, cafes, bakeries, a fast food court, a supermarket and other shops.  There are also a variety of sit-down restaurants in the Underground. The Underground is east of and runs roughly parallel to Highway 1 (Jefferson Davis Highway). It is a 15-minute walk southeast of the Pentagon. It is also two stops south of the Pentagon Metro station on the Yellow and Blue Metro lines.
 
( 23rd Street, Arlington: At the very south end of the Crystal City area, and a block or two west on 23rd Street, there are also a number of nice sit-down restaurants. These start about 150 yards west of Highway 1 and include a fancy Italian restaurant and several others with outdoor café style seating. 

( Pentagon City: this is a large multistory shopping mall located an eight-minute walk due south of the Pentagon (through the pedestrian tunnel beneath Interstate Highway 395). It has a large food court with a dozen vendors of American and ethnic fast food, and two or three larger restaurants. Three restaurants, including a Chevy’s Tex-Mex and a Starbucks, are located in a smaller single story shopping mall directly across Hayes Street from the Pentagon City Mall. The Pentagon City Metro stop is located beneath Hayes Street.  See the table at the end of this section for a complete list of restaurants in Pentagon City and links to their hours of operation.

( Post Pentagon Row: Finally, just to the west of the Pentagon City parking garage is Post Pentagon Row.  This area contains a Harris Teeter supermarket with a nice deli and salad/dessert bar, a Starbucks and the following pubs and sit-down restaurants: Thaiphoon, Champs Sports Bar, Sine' Irish Pub, Lebanese Taverna, Saigon Saigon, Murali's Italian, Noodles, Baja Mexican and Wolfgang Pucks.
