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3.4.6  Provide additional opportunity for spouses to take a marital assessment instrument (AC Only)
Condition:  Given:

1. “Marital Snapshot Tool”

2. Opportunity in conjunction with unit post block leave activities (AC) or at first MUTA following demobilization (RC).

3. Unit Chaplain, chaplain assistant, installation Family Life Chaplain, unit officer or NCO; Family Readiness Coordinator (RC)

Standard:

1. Re-introduce assessment tool to spouses as a self-assessment tool of the current state of the spouse’ marriage following a 4-6 week period after redeployment.

2. Emphasize to spouse that the self-assessment may indicate some normal challenges and changes in the relationship that have arisen since redeployment. 

3. Once more, emphasize the benefit of marriage education in the reintegration process and announce the details / times / locations for the daylong post block leave marriage education workshop (AC).  Reassure potential participants that the opportunity is for strong marriages as well as those experiencing challenges in the reunion process. NOTE: RC units who will offer marriage education for redeploying soldiers will want to add this component.

3.4.7  Provide opportunity for voluntary marriage education / enrichment workshops in Reconstitution phase (AC Only)
Condition:  Given:

1. “DCS One Day Marriage Education Workshop Outline” using the Prevention and Relationship Enhancement Program (PREP). If no PREP trained chaplain is available to facilitate this event other skill based marriage education material for couples is allowed by exception only.

2. Facility to conduct a briefing and facilitate small group learning. 

3. Audiovisual support for overhead transparencies, computer, CD or videotape player, LCD projector and / or television. 

4. Appropriate facilitator: Unit Chaplain, installation Family Life Chaplain (AC), Family Readiness Coordinator, Mobilization / Deployment Program Managers, AFTB Master trainer; or appropriate subject matter expert.

5.  CHILDCARE TO ENCOURAE SPOUSE PARTICIPATION

Standard:  Briefing will 

1. Incorporate lecture, skill training, video demonstration, couple discussion and skill practice times.
2. Only couples (spouse or significant others) are allowed to attend this event.

3. Present the PREP modules provided in the “DCS One Day Marriage Education Workshop Outline.”
