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3.6.1 Conduct Applied Suicide Intervention Skills Training (ASIST) in all units
Condition:  Given:

1. ASIST workbooks and training materials. 

2. Facility to conduct a briefing and facilitate small group learning for two days. 

3. Audiovisual support for overhead transparencies, computer, CD or videotape player, LCD projector and / or television. 

4. Appropriate trainer: Living Words Education Certified ASIST Trainer.

Standard:  Briefing will 

1. 14 hours of training conducted in two consecutive days of training which incorporates lecture, skill training, video demonstration, discussion and skill practice times.
2. Priority of training: key gatekeepers (chaplains, chaplain assistants, all behavioral health personnel, physicians assistants); local support counselors such as those found within ASAP, AER, Red Cross, FAP, IG, EO, JAG trial defense and other supporting agencies.  Training could also extend to selected members of the chain of command or other unit personnel with a goal of one per company / battery / troop.

3. ASIST workshops will be conducted for an integrated audience consisting of mixed professionals mentioned above.
